Hot pavement: Protect your petQ feet from burns

Burnt paws can and do happen each year in hot weather. DogsQ
paws have thick keratinized skin on their weight bearing surface,
and whilst they can probably tolerate rougher ground than us with-
out shoes, they are still prone to thermal damage and burns.

How hot is too hot?

A common rule isXif it is too hot to hold the back of your hand
against the ground for 5 secondsXit is too hot for your pet to walk

on.
Avoiding the burn

Walk early morning or late evening when temperatures are cooler. Not just for the feet, but this can also help your pet
avoid overheating generally.

Walk on grassed or cooler temperature surfaces. Avoid asphalt. Shaded parks or bushland are some options.

If hot ground simply can®@be avoided, consider protecting your petQ feet with foot coverings/booties. Many options

are now available.
Too late, now what?

First aid is similar to management of other burns, cold compresses or immersing the feet in cool water is a good start.
Monitor your pet for signs of licking/chewing at the paws or discomfort walking. If concerned, check your petQ feet for

redness or blistering and contact your vet.

Chocolate, Grapes/raisins (don®@forget that Christmas cake, mince pies and wine all contain grapes/
raisins), fatty /salty ham, alcohol, garlic and onions., tinsel and decorations which can get stuck in their
intestines. If you think your pet has ingested something that may be harmful, do not hesitate in seeking

immediate veterinary advice.
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
